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Summary





Working Group 1 of ATNP generated a communiqué to the ICAO ADS Panel in 1996 requesting new or revised operational requirements that the ATNP would need to address in the CNS/ATM-2 Package SARPs.  This working paper propose that the ATNP JWG generate a new communiqué to the ADSP clarify the current situation.








1.	Introduction





Working Group 1 of ATNP generated a communiqué to the ICAO ADS Panel in 1996 requesting new or revised operational requirements that the ATNP would need to address in the CNS/ATM-2 Package SARPs.





2.	Discussion





To date, no formal response has been forthcoming from the ADSP, or its working groups.  Given the time that the ATNP working groups will need for the development of SARPs for any major new capabilities, the ATNP will may longer be able to address any such new capabilities with the CNS/ATM-2 Package SARPs (i.e., update to the ATN SARPs and Doc 9705).





3.	Proposal





I is proposed that the ATNP Joint Work Group prepared a communiqué to the ADSP informing them of the current situation regard in the preparation of the CNS/ATM-2 Package SARPs.  A proposed draft of the communiqué is attached.

Communiqué to ADSP





The Joint Working Group of the ICAO ATN Panel, at its ninth meeting, reviewed the progress toward developing and validating the second set (also known as ‘Package-2’) of the ATN SARPs and related technical provisions of ICAO Doc. 9705.  The ADSP had previously been informed by ATNP (in 1996) that their inputs were needed by mid-1997 in order for any new operational requirements to be addressed in the ‘Package-2’ SARPs.  No response has been forthcoming from the ADSP.  





The working groups of the ATNP desire to inform the ADSP that they are not currently planning to incorporate any new air-ground or ground-ground ATS user applications in the ‘Package-2’ SARPs.  The ATNP encourages the ADSP working groups to provide any feedback on this matter by the next meeting of the ATNP Joint Working Group, scheduled for 7 October 1998.
