2 Hotel

2.1 Hotel Accommodation

The ATNP-hotel contingent comprises 75 rooms including single and double rooms. The originally announced room rates included an option to select or deselect lunch, accordingly the rate was varying. The handling of this option caused some confusion on side of the hotel. DFS and “Steglitz International” meanwhile agreed, that the room rate should be handled independent from any lunch costs.

4 Miscellaneous Information

4.1 Framework Programme

4.1.1 Berlin Sightseeing

For Saturday morning (26.08.), arrangements have been made for a comprehensive sightseeing tour throughout Berlin. Unfortunately, this tour is not free of charge. Tickets for the tour will cost you something between DM 20 and DM 25 (depends on participation). A list will be circulated, where those who would like to participate should put in their name by Tuesday (22.08.) noon.
4.1.2 Visit at the Technical University

For Thursday, 31 August an appointment has been made with the laboratory of flight guidance at the Technical University of Berlin. From 7 pm to 11.30 pm we have a slot to discuss data link related research projects at this laboratory. The visit includes life demonstration of such projects involving an A340 Simulator that is located on the campus. Due to the limited cockpit space, the group will not comprise more than 15 participants. A list will be circulated for registration of potential participants. Participants will get to the Technical University by public transport.

4.2 Public Transport

Below you find the central section of the Berlin underground (“U-Bahn”) + electric train (“S-Bahn”) network. A full network map can be obtained on every ticket counter. The station “Rathaus Steglitz” is located very close to the hotel. Be aware that there are two stations “Rathaus Steglitz” (below ground – U-Bahn “U9”/ above ground S-Bahn “S1”). Among the main points of interest in Berlin are the areas around “Kurfürstendamm”, “Zoologischer Garten”, “Potsdamer Platz”, “Friedrichstrasse” and last but not least “Alexanderplatz”. Every U-Bahn train U9 willl take you to the city center from station “Rathaus Steglitz”, when you choose to take S1, you have to make sure that you enter direction “Oranienburg” in order to reach the city center.

4.3.2 Cultural Events

4.3.2.1 Long night of museums

The event „Lange Nacht der Museen“ (Long night of museums of Berlin) takes place twice a year. In the night of August 26th this year approx. 90 museums and exhibitions will participate. Opening hours of the museums are 6 pm to 2 am. The event is organised in 14 routes, 13 of which can be travelled by shuttles. Most of the shuttles and one walking tour start at the Schloßplatz in Berlin-Mitte. (Shuttles can be entered at every station with a valid ticket.) Tickets, which comprise the admission for the museums and the bus ticket, cost DM 20,00. The tickets are also valid for the roundtrip by U-Bahn from the hotel to the Schloßplatz. Therefore it is wise to buy tickets in advance. This is possible in every participating museum or at the branch offices of CitiBank.
