At the 10th meeting of the ATNP WG�3 the week of 23 June 1997 in Langen, Germany, I presented WG 10�3, Flimsy 5, which contains a number of position papers developed by RTCA SC�189/EUROCAE WG�53.  Because the work of SC�189/WG�53 is related to the work of the ATNP WG�3, I had requested that ATNP WG�3 review the position papers and offer comments.  This message is to clarify my intent for distribution of these position papers at the ATNP WG�3 meeting.





The SC�189/WG�53 has three subgroups:


SG1 - Interoperability Requirements.  This group will be developing requirements which will allow various aircraft, ATC ground equipment, and communication equipment to operate in a common environment.


SG2 - Safety Requirements.  This group will develop a safety assessment methodology and identify those requirements which directly impact safe operation of the Air Traffic System.


SG3 - Performance Requirements.  This group will establish a methodology for deriving performance requirements from operational requirements; these requirements will apply to data communications for air traffic services. 





The position papers in Flimsy 5 are considered to be consensus statements of the respective subgroups; however, the position papers have not been presented to SC�189/WG�53 for consensus of the whole group.  Therefore, the position papers should not be considered in a mature state.  Additionally, the release of the position papers to the ATNP WG�3 was not in accordance with procedures established by SC�189/WG�53.





While it is beneficial to solicit comments on SC�189/WG�53 position papers from a wide distribution within the aviation community, it is also envisaged that if a position paper is not mature enough, it can confuse readers outside of SC�189/WG�53.  Therefore, I would prefer to withdraw Flimsy 5 as an official input to the ATNP WG�3 10th meeting.  Though ATNP WG�3 members are encouraged to provide comments as corresponding participant to SC�189/WG�53, as RTCA and EUROCAE both provide open forums for industry and governments to collaborate on technical solutions.  A more formal submittal from SC�189/WG�53 to ATNP soliciting comments can be expected at a later time.





I hope this message clarifies my intent and I apologize for any inconvenience.
