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1.	In order to start the Context Management (CM) data link application, the initial CM address needs to be input to the avionics.  This issue is addressed at a high level in the ICAO Manual of Air Traffic Services (ATS) Data Link Applications in the Address Management section as follows: 





Procedures need to be in place to allow dissemination of DLIC ground addresses to aircraft.  It is recommended that each ground facility supporting air�ground data link applications have DLIC addresses published in State AIPs.  This would allow look�up tables to be imbedded in the flight deck avionics implementation, reducing pilot input.





Note.— A given FIR may have multiple DLIC addresses; and more than one FIR may share the same DLIC address.
