Summary of the Defect:





Due to streamlining done in Munich, the note that states “This figure does not imply that only one CM-logon attempt is made for a given CM-Contact request” for the CM-contact request diagrams was removed.  Therefore the requirement in 2.1.5.1.1 now means that only one logon is attempted per contact request sent.  This was not the intent.

Proposed solution or assumptions made (if any):





2.1.5.1.1  With the exception of abort and contact primitives, only the sequence of primitives described in figures 2.1.5-1 through 2.1.5-22 shall be permitted.





Note 1.— The following figures define the valid sequences of primitives that are possible to be invoked during the operation of the CM application.  It shows the relationship in time between the service request and the resulting indication, and if applicable, the subsequent response and resulting confirmation.


Note 2.— Abort primitives may interrupt and terminate any of the normal message sequences outlined below.


Note 3. — More than one CM-logon attempt may be made for a given CM-contact request.
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
