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Problem





Both aircraft and ground messages can be received by a ground ASE (normal aircraft messages and forward request ground messages), and the ground ASE must be able to recognize both (see defect CM018).  However, there is no wording to describe how a ground ASE will know if the originator of a D-START Indication is an aircraft or a ground system.
