Summary of the Defect:





The user requirement allows both the air user and the ground user to initiate the basic CPDLC service.  The requirements in the referenced paragraphs discuss the prevention of multiple dialogues between two users when a dialogue is already in existence.  However, if both the air user and ground user initiate a start service request simultaneously then the actions discussed in these paragraphs will cause both connections to b terminated.  This occurs because each initiator will view their dialogue as the first dialogue being established.  This view will ultimately cause the initiator to issue abort upon receipt of the resulting start indications.
