2.3.5.3.2.2 Upon receipt of a PDU, if no actions are described for the arrival of that PDU when a CPDLC-air-ASE is in a specific state, then that PDU is considered not permitted, and exception handling procedures as described in 2.3.5.4.4 shall apply.


2.3.5.3.2.3 If a PDU is received that cannot be decoded, then exception handling procedures as described in 2.3.5.4.3 for invalid PDU shall apply.


2.3.5.3.2.4 If a PDU is not received when one is required, then exception handling as described in 2.3.5.4.3 shall apply.


2.3.5.4.4.1 If the User Data parameter of a D-START indication or D-DATA indication is a valid PDU, but is not a permitted PDU for which action is described within a given state as defined in 2.3.5.3, the CPDLC-air-ASE shall:
