Because the CPDLC-user can abort a CPDLC or DSC dialogue for operational reasons beyond that which is detectable by the ASE, this capability is included in the ASN.1 as a APDU and is made available for the receiving user.  If the initiating user does not supply a reason for the CPDLC user-abort its ASE does (chapter 5 protocol)





An explanatory comment has been added to the CPDLC-user-abort service (2.3.3.9.2) as follows:





Note 2.— If provided by the user, the parameter indicated to the peer user is that provided by the user, else it is what the ASE supplies.





In addition, because a U to the left of an M in the CPDLC-user-abort Reason parameter is an unusual configuration the following requirement has been added to the CPDLC-user-abort service.





When this parameter is provided by the user, the same value shall be indicated to the peer user.
