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Problem





1. Dependent requirements ("Upon" clauses)


In ADS and FIS SARPs, there are many instances of "dependent" requirements.


For example, ADS para 2.2.1.5.3.6.4.1, which contains the "shall", is


dependent upon the condition stated in para 2.2.1.5.3.6.4.  This makes it


very difficult to automate the shall/should extraction, and also makes it


difficult to refer to complete requirements unambiguously.  I have attempted


to show all such dependencies in the requirements tables by showing the


conditional clauses in parentheses, prefixed to the actual requirements


clauses.





2. Hanging paragraph numbers.


The ADS and FIS SARPs have many instances of "hanging paragraph numbers",


i.e. para numbered x.y.1 when there is no x.y.2.  I was instructed (from WG3


Munich) to remove all such occurrences from the UL SARPs, as they were not


ICAO-approved style.  Thus, where the UL SARPs has a numbered heading with


only one requirement clause following, the requirement clause is not now


given a separ
