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Summary

This paper provides an overview of the progress of ATNP WG1 since ATNP/3.

1. Background

The ATN Panel at its third meeting in February 2000 established the objective for a 4th meeting of the Working Group of the Whole (WGW).  Specifically, paragraph 6.1.2 of the report of ATNP/3 lists the WGW/4 objectives as:

a) review final validation results and finalize the validation report on the proposed draft Third Edition of Doc 9705;

b) prepare a set of corrections to the proposed draft Third Edition of Doc 9705, to correct defects identified by a) above; and

c) prepare additional guidance material in support of new/enhanced functions contained in the proposed draft Third Edition of Doc 9705 for inclusion in the Second Edition of the Comprehensive ATN Manual (Doc 9739)

ATNP/3 agreed to maintain the previous working group structure (i.e., the three working groups) until the conclusion of the WGW/4 meeting in order to allow for the above 3 objectives to be properly addressed.

Status of WG1 Activities

ATNP WG1 has only convened one meeting since ATNP/3, however, several meetings have been held among the membership of the Security and System Management Sub Groups.  The 18th and final meeting of WG1 was convened in Berlin, Germany 23-25 August 2000.  The focus of the WG1 activities have been on:

· the validation of the changes introduced with the draft 3rd edition of Doc 9705, Sub-Volumes I, VI and VIII;

· documenting any necessary changes to the draft 3rd edition of Sub-Volumes I, VI and VIII; and

· progressing guidance material associated with the Core, System Management and Security Services. 

For each of the above areas of WG1 activity, the status is described below.

2.1 3rd Edition Sub-Volumes I, VI and VIII Validation

Working Group 1 has prepared validation reports that describe the activities undertaken and results obtained.  The results of the validations indicate that the enhancements introduced with the 3rd edition of Sub-Volumes I, VI and VIII have been successfully validated.

2.1 3rd Edition Sub-Volumes I, VI and VIII Changes

Working Group 1 has created red-lined copies of the draft 3rd edition of Sub-Volumes I, VI and VIII.  The proposed changes from the baseline were the result of the introduction of the enhancements as directed/agreed by ATNP/3 as well as corrections to the baseline provisions.

2.1 Updated Core, System Management & Security Services Guidance Material

WG1 has produced new and updated guidance material for several of the enhancements introduced with the 3rd edition of Sub-Volumes I, VI and VIII.  The security concept of operations (CONOPS) and the systems management CONOPS are being turned over to the CCB for inclusion in DOC 9739, Part II, Sections 4 and 5 respectively.  Further, a complete set of guidance material for Sub-Volume VI is also being turned over to the CCB for inclusion in DOC 9739, Part V, Section 2.  It is anticipated that the CCB will submit this material to ICAO for posting on the ATNP web site as Comprehensive ATN Manual work in progress.  However additional work will be required to complete this task in order to produce a comprehensive set of proposed changes to Doc 9739.

Recommendation

ATNP Working Group 1 recommends that WGW/4:

a) Accept the proposed 3rd edition Doc 9705 Sub-Volumes I, VI and VIII changes, as documented in the red-line drafts, as being mature and stable technical provisions;

b) Consolidate the proposed 3rd edition Doc 9705 Sub-Volumes I, VI and VIII with the other sub-volumes, and provide it to the ICAO secretary;

c) Accept the Sub-Volumes I, VI and VIII validation reports as providing evidence of the successful validation of the proposed 3rd edition draft of Sub-Volumes I, VI and VIII;

d) Consolidate the Sub-Volumes I, VI and VIII validation reports with the other validation reports, and provide it to the ICAO secretary; and

e) Note the status of the guidance material associated with the Doc 9705 Sub-Volumes I, VI and VIII enhancements, and request that ATNP WG-A/B continue to progress this material for inclusion in the second edition of the CAMAL (Doc 9739).
