INTRODUCTION

This cover paper notes the progress of work on the Doc 9739 Version 2 Guidance Material (GM) for the four Air/Ground data link applications, namely Context Management (CM), Automatic Dependent Surveillance (ADS) and ADS Report Forwarding (ARF), Controller Pilot Data Link Communications (CPDLC) and Data Link Flight Information Services (D-FIS).

DISCUSSION

2.1
At the 4th ATNP Working Group of the Whole meeting (Berlin, September 2000) and the immediately subsequent Working Group A meeting, it was agreed that Version 2 Guidance Material should be completed in redlined Version 1, two column format, by 31st December 2000, and forwarded to both the Rapporteur of WG A and the ATNP secretary by that date for review.

2.2
The GM was duly completed by the editors, and dispatched on 21st December.  This paper covers soft copy working papers containing this forwarded Guidance Material, unchanged from the December 2000 production.

2.3
There are, however, a number of Potential Defect Reports (PDR) in the pipeline, yet to be approved by the Configuration Control Board (CCB), which, if accepted, will result in amendments having to be made to the GM.  Air/ground PDRs now routinely include amended GM which would be required to be inserted/changed in Doc 9739 if the PDR is accepted.

The Chairman of WG A/SG A2 would like to express grateful thanks to the editors of the GM, whose hard work meant that the forwarding deadline could be met, with time to spare.
