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Summary

ATNP WG2 at its 22nd and final meeting in Berlin (August 2000) reviewed and accepted proposed  technical provisions and guidance material for a frame mode mobile SNDCF.  However, it was understood that the proposed technical provisions will need to be coordinated with working group M of the AMCP prior to final approval and publication as part of the third edition of Doc 9705, Sub-Volume V.

RECOMMENDATION

Communiqué from ATNP Working Group – B to AMCP Working Group – M

The ATNP has drafted new technical provisions for a frame mode mobile SNDCF that are proposed as an enhancement to the ATN technical provisions detailed in Doc 9705.  The intent of the proposed frame mode mobile SNDCF is to offer mobile subnetworks an alternative to the previously defined ISO 8208 based subnetwork access protocol.  The development of the proposed frame mode SNDCF provisions was carried out under WG2 of the ATNP.   However, there has recently been a restructuring of the working groups of the ATNP and this topic now is the responsibility of WG-B.  This work within the ATNP was initiated approximately 18 months ago as a result of developments within AMCP WG-D as related to the VDL mode 3 subnetwork.  However, the ATNP has now defined the technical provisions for a generic frame mode SNDCF that includes the features the ATNP believes necessary to provide for a robust, efficient and scalable service.  The current proposed frame mode SNDCF provisions are not specific to VDL mode 3 and are intended to be available for use by any mobile subnetwork that elects to use the specified frame mode interface.  Although there has been some informal coordination between experts from the ATNP and certain VDL mode 3 experts that support the AMCP, formal coordination at the working group level is desirable in order to allow the ATNP to finalize the technical provisions for the frame mode SNDCF.

An amendment to the core ATN SARPs (i.e., Annex 10) was recommended by ATNP/3 in February 2000 and the proposed revisions are expected to be published in amendment 76 to Annex 10 in late 2001.  The companion ATN technical provisions are expected to be published as an update to Doc 9705 (i.e., third edition) simultaneously with the publication of amendment 76 in late 2001.  ATNP WG-B will convene a meeting in early 2001 to prepare any necessary final corrections to the Doc 9705.  

ATNP requests that AMCP WG-M review the attached proposed technical provisions for the frame mode SNDCF and provide comments via the panel secretary to ATNP WG-B no later than 31 January 2001.
